Instructor Helen Wells, who teaches at the Wellesley Road
church, said: “The method begins by teaching children to do
calculations using the abacus and then gradually removing it,
so the children have a mental picture of the beads and are
then able to perform calculations with great speed and accu-
racy without the need of the instrument.”
